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A speed-up machine for soaking and germinating of

paddy in germinated Hang rice production
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A global innovation of a process to accelerate the
infusion and germination of paddy for the production of
germinated rice. Water is sprayed through the rice in
sealed containers for a period of 15 to 18 hours, which
causes the grain to begin to germinate. This is followed
by a further 2 to 3 hours without the spraying process. The
process reduces the overall time needed for germination
from 2 to 3 days to just 24 hours, and decreases water
consumption by five times. The fragrance and texture of
the germinated rice is also improved.

Rice-producing communities can access this process
technology at a starting price of 20,000 baht for a
production capacity of about 100 kg per day using plastic
water tanks. Industrial-scale production is also available
using stainless steel materials with a production capacity
of 600 kg per day at a cost of about 500,000 baht. The
rice germination period can be reduced from 2-3 days
to 24 hours, re-circulating water to eliminate production
of waste water, and reducing water consumption by five
times when compared to conventional methods. Product
quality is easy to control and consistent, resulting in a good
textured product without any mustiness. The break-even

point for the industrial-scale system is 1.39 years.
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A national innovation of a fabric product designed
for use as an industrial raw material.

The product uses byproducts from the rice production
process, such as rice bran husk and rice leaves, to
create a textured or crafted pattern for a fabric. The
pattern is applied to a cotton base using glue and wet flour
according to the company’s formula. Bran, rice husk,
rice leaves or other materials are then sprinkled onto
the fabric and the process repeated to attain the desired
pattern and thickness. The fabric is finally coated with a

waterproof and scratch-resistant coating and dried.
Keapaz is used in the leather industry. The product adds
value by more than 30 times to byproducts of the rice
production industry.
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A global innovation of a mouthwash product using
anthocyanin extracted from black rice. Anthocyanin, an
antioxidant and anti-inflammatory agent, helps alleviate
the symptoms of oral ulcers. It works by reducing the
function of the nuclear factor-kappa B type transcription

factors p50 and p645 that cause the expression of
inflammation-causing genes. The mouthwash contains
no alcohol or sodium lauryl sulfate, and has a neutral
acid-base value to reduce irritation of the oral mucosa,
especially among the elderly. The product can also reduce
the incidence of periodontitis.

Benefits: One kg of black rice can produce around
2 liters of mouthwash. The anthocyanin concentration
is equivalent to about 1,700 mg/kg of a conventional

compound such as cyanidin-3-glucoside, (C3G), as
analyzed by HPLC. The product can be developed as a
mouthwash for the general market or distributed via dental

clinics, with added value of at least 20 times.
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A national innovation of a rice milk product for
use with coffee. Jasmine rice milk, rice bran oil and
emulsifier are mixed in the appropriate ratio, heated and
homogenized, and then UHT sterilized to produce a dairy
substitute coffee creamer. The product can produce
a smooth, foamy froth in the same way as milk, which
remains stable for a long time and does not detract from
the flavor of the coffee. The product is also free from all
eight allergy-causing substances. With a selling price of
95 baht/ 1 liter bottle, Tastifit adds value to rice milk and
rice bran oil. 1 kg of jasmine rice, can be processed into
130 liters of Tastifit and it costs 247 times.
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Anational innovation of a high protein spread product,
whose primary raw materials are germinated riceberry
flour, riceberry flour and rice flour, which give body and
texture to the spread, together with rice bran to provide
protein. A mixture of rice bran oil and sunflower lecithin
is used as a substitute for fat. All the ingredients pass
through conching and kneading processes to achieve an
improved flavour and texture. The process takes around
6 hours. The market for spread in the United States is
estimated at around UD$4.6 billion. The product adds
value to riceberry flour and rice bran oil of about 30
times. The plant-based product is a good alternative for
consumers who choose not to consume animal-based

protein products.
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The Awards are organized by The Science Society of
Thailand under the Royal Patronage in conjunction with
the National Innovation Agency. Entering their 19th year,
the Thailand Innovation Awards promote creative thinking
among Thailand’s youth and aim to initiate research
and innovations with potential applications in industry or
commerce that could be developed commercially.

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Deli Chick, a soft-food diet made from tender
chicken breast, is an easy-to-chew food product with the
normal chicken breast like texture. The chicken breast
is scientifically and technologically processed until it is
soft, making the chewing process as easy and minimal
as possible which is ideal for the elderly, babies starting
solid food, and athletes building muscle mass. It is best
eaten with sauce contained in the package in a separate
packet, which comes in many flavors such as chicken
rice flavor sauce. To prepare the meal, simply heatitin a
microwave oven. This innovation promotes health of the
elderly both physically and mentally as it is no different

from normal chicken breast but easily digestible.
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Moo Slide Version 2 is an exercise machine which
helps develop the strength of abdominal muscles
and legs. Designed to help with the correct posture
especially leg lunge, side lunge and abdominal exercise,
Moo Slide Version 2 is similar to a weight exercise machine
in that it controls the posture when the exerciser stands
and moves on the tracks with the slide-like motion. It is
another alternative for those who are looking for an

exercise machine.
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Running Point is a mobile application with a new
solution that motivates people to exercise. With incentive
programs like reward point collection and other privileges,
it uses technology and platforms such as Virtual Run,
Wallet, Blockchain, and applications in I0S and Android,
enabling the users to be confident at privacy and safety
in personal health information collection while giving
satisfactory experience which motivate people to exercise.
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The four-function jumping rope is designed for the
exerciser who has limited time, space and budget. The
rope can be used four functions including 1) Jumping

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Fitness in the Air is a full body anti-shock workout
machine designed for outdoor use. Inspired by the
nostalgic swing, it enhances experience of the player,
which is somehow related to good childhood memory.

Developed by science of
artificial intelligence, itis used for data collection which will
be compared with the data of exercise posture collected
earlier. The software has low cost of production and can
be sold both in the domestic and international markets
which are expected to grow rapidly, as fitness center is
potential market.
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Think and Move is an innovative exercise machine
which promotes healthy physical activities inspired by
traditional Thai plays such as Tang Te (hopscotch) and
King Kong Kaeo (a kind of jumping play) combined
with Laser Maze. To play Think and Move, 6-10 rubber
bands are stretched from one pole to another and used
as a barrier on a space of 1.5 x 2.5 meters. It can be
stretched in many patterns such as in horizontal lines,
steps, crossing and so on to arouse interest of the players
aged 6-12 and lead them to thinking before deciding to
move in many different gestures either with or without
movement—stepping, walking, running, bending, and
twisting, for example. This helps with the development

of children’s muscles such as quadriceps and calf.
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Circle Exercise is exercise equipment invented
from a spring metal sheet rolled into a circle shape with
a diameter of approximately 60 centimeters. It has two
handles at the circumference of the equipment for the
exerciser to hold. To use this equipment, the exerciser
holds the equipment with two hands and press and pull.
The opposing force makes the equipment compress and
stretch like a spring. Pressing and pulling also cause
alternate motion of the two arms which helps arms,

shoulders and underarms muscles exercise.

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Drone software for creating 3D maps and locating
oneself using an onboard computer. The software identifies
the position of the drone and automatically navigates in
locations that do not have a GPS signal, without having to
rely on external commands or prior information of the place.
The drone recognizes and calculates everything currently
taking place without relying on signals or information from
external communications. It can undertake missions in
buildings or places where communication signals and
GPS are unstable. With its 3D mapping, self-positioning
and navigation functions, the system can be used for a
variety of missions, both military and civilian, such as
checking stock in large warehouses, use for firefighting in
factories or buildings, use in search-and-rescue missions
in areas such as forests, mountains or waterways, or on
reconnaissance missions. The system can result in UAV
technology being more widely used and assist in the work

of people in many areas.
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Multi-rotor UAV is designed and equipped with
payload delivery system, which could be weaponry, or
supporting equipment, or even vital supply. It can be flown
by automatic pilot system linking wirelessly to low earth
orbit satellite, along with mobile location tracker. This can
be employed in normal time, or during emergency crisis
to the target area or hostile terrain where conventional
logistics cannot serve or time is a key restraint, and it
requires manned aircraft such as emergency weaponry
logistics during combat such as ammunitions and
weaponry to the remote or deserted combating units in
deep forest or mountains. A conventional ground logistics
might not meet the needs in time or lead to heavy and
decisive loss. Manned aircraft poses high risk of losing
pilots, combating troops, and weaponry. This innovation
can help reduce such loss of life and valuable assets in
these conditions.
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Tiltrotor UAV for Road and Building Inspection
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Tiltrotor UAV is a high capacity aircraft relying on
the principle of front rotor thrust. It is capable of taking
off and landing vertically (VTOL) in a tight space, and
without engaging a long runway. It is then very agile
and can withstand wind speed more than 25 kilometers
per hour without losing stability. So, it can safely operate
at sea or in windy conditions. Moreover, it can fly faster
and for longer than multirotor. It can accomplish mission
quickly and cover the area more than 700 rais, or over
40 kilometers per flight. Apart from the aircraft, its image
processing and Al will feature high capacity innovation
with the principle of machine learning which could be
trained to take images of holes, and related environment
along with contour lines. Its system will automatically
analyze roads for anomaly as it can detect anomaly from
digging on road shoulders for explosive. Besides it can
compare images from different periods of time (change
detection), which is all satisfied the needs for the usages
in three southernmost provinces. This means to enhance
patrol efficiency for security personnel for its speed,
convenience, and accuracy. One just flies this UAV over
route or building according to flight plan. Then images
will be analysed by the installed software on its terminal
computer. The system will indicate the anomalies clearly,
quickly, more accurately than human analysis at least
3 times. Apart from its security use, it can serve well in
civilian works by analyzing road surface, and cracks and

puddles on buildings.
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Multirotor UAV for Monitoring Violent Behavior in Crowds
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With large gatherings of people for concerts, events
and various other activities in one area, there is often a
risk of accidents or crime. Security measures currently
rely on CCTV monitoring and security guards, but
these are limited in their ability to detect and remember
suspicious persons, which could lead to a threat to the
lives and property of people in that area. The development
of a multi-rotor UAV for security purposes is a significant
breakthrough. The device uses image processing
technology and machine learning via algorithms
and Convolutional Neural Networks (CNN) to create
artificial intelligence (Al) focusing on detecting people
from a high angle. The system analyzes the behavior of
individuals based on direction and speed of movement,
the movement of arms and hands, as well as the presence
of weapons to assess the possibility of violent action, and
raises the alarm with the authorities. The UAV can also
track moving or running targets and automatically record
and transmit real-time video and photos of incidents
back to the mobile app, which can be shared with the
relevant agencies and submitted for use as evidence.
The technology helps increase the accuracy and speed
of security, fills in the gaps of existing security measures

and can be used to assist in security operations.
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Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) supporting
emergency medical service by waterways is an extending
research for business system to solve a situation
accurately. Usually emergency medical service team
should access the scene within a good 8 minutes. But with
this innovation, it enables EMS works to reach the scene
within 2 minutes. It is faster than a conventional method
4 times. This innovation consists of a UAV commanding
application on smartphone. 1) The application is capable
of releasing life rings or safety floatation devices up to
5 - 10 pieces combining with a delayed mechanism in
the ball containing life ring. When hitting water surface, it
will pop out to be a life ring or safety floatation devices. It
can help up to 24 people each flight with 16,000 — 32,000
milliamp/flight/ 2 batteries/ 30 minutes. 2) It can take up to
25 kilograms payload for medical devices and supplies.
3) It has an equipment to monitor and evaluate basic water
emergencies such as man-overboard, drowning situation,
via its communication system of officers, psychologist, or
medical doctors, with its thermal camera or other devices
that could help assess medical emergency, along with
wireless radio communication within 5 kilometers range.
And 4) Sonar sensor to explore and map under water up
to 50 meters depth. This means to facilitate all emergency
workers, police officers, and other supporting units to be
fast and accurate.
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UAV or Drone for lifesaving mission. It can take
greater payload, and deliver Smart Lifesaver device. This
drone is equipped with 5 layers high resolution camera
to detect the possible survivors by using thermal and
infrared layers through image processing working with Al
drawing information from Big Data to confirm human form.
When finding a survivor, it will signal coordinates back
to the base to shine more light on the potential site, then
it will deliver Smart Lifesaving device to the target area.
Smart Lifesaver will be able to signal emergency light
and bring that rescued survivor back to the operational
base or designated safe zone by its automated system.
Smart Lifesaver is also equipped with other life support
function like drinking water and emergency rations. At
the operational base, the team will be displayed the
coordinates of the drone and Smart Lifesaver along with
their operational status, which camera on the drone will
shoot live images on the team screen.

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On 3 October 2019 Assoc. Prof. Dr. Weerapong
Paesuwan, Chairman of the Advisors to the Minister
of Higher Education, Science, Research and Innovation,
and Chairman of the National Innovation Board,
National Innovation Agency (Public Organization) as a
representative of the Minister of Higher Education, Science,
Research and Innovation opened “Innovation Thailand
Expo 2019”. Under the concept of “Social Innovation
in the City”, the event addresses the phenomenon of
urbanization which causes several social problems.
However, such problems can be tackled by “Social
Innovation” which plays a key role in reducing social
inequality, elevating the quality of life, promoting good
health of urbanites making them lead life with happiness,
as well as dealing with the environmental problems.

The event showcases social innovations of all aspects
that meet the needs of all lifestyles and ages including the
physically challenged and the less privileged. In addition,
social innovations serving three purposes were presented
in the event including 1) For prosperity-showcasing the
social innovation development that helps eliminate poverty
in the region and social inequality in the community 2) For
Healthiness-exhibiting the social innovation development
that lifts up the quality of life, and 3) For Happiness-showing
social innovation development that resolves the issues
on the quality of life, the community and the environment
caused by urbanization, and reduces the environmental

problems.

Innovation Agency (Public Organization)
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Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research
and Innovation was recently established to respond to
significant challenges in the 21st century and lay the
foundations of the country toward the future as a developed
country, as well as prepare Thai people to the 21st century,
ensuring their well-being with quality of life and living in
healthy environment. Currently the ministry focuses on
developing people for the country to have “smart citizen”,
creating and developing the body of knowledge for the
country to have “an economic system which emphasizes
onvalues” and creating and developing innovation for the
country to be an “innovation nation” with 4 strategies as
follows: 1) Creating people and the body of knowledge
that meet the country’s demands 2) Developing
innovation that enhances the country competitiveness 3)

of the future” of the country. Also, the ministry responds
well to the national reform program which does not only
give importance to economic growth but it is also aware
of reducing social inequality and intensive development
which relies on “social innovation” as a cogwheel of
innovation development, producing value to the society,
the community and the environment of all sectors. Through
sharing and access to the body of knowledge, the capital
and the government services. Currently, the ministry is
actualizing the vision of “1,000 innovation communities”
which the project of social innovation villages is part of.

National Innovation Agency (Public Organization)
(NIA) plays a significant role in mobilizing the national
innovation system through various mechanisms and
coordinating with all sectors to promote the economic and
social development, which is in line with the government
policy of incorporating “innovation” in the national reform
program. NIA realizes the importance of continuously
promoting and developing “social innovation” in increasing
capacity of social innovation, reducing social inequality,
and lifting up the quality of life of people. NIA undertakes
multi-dimensional work from creating innovation
enterprises to building a network of social innovation in
order to resolve the social problems. Also, NIA elevates
the quality of life of people through driving projects with
strong impacts together with its networks in many areas
such as “Social Innovation Villages” which solves the
problems in the communities in 10 provinces, “Innovation
for Cities and Communities” which puts the solutions into
practices, and “Social Enterprise Development” which
builds capacity of social innovation, reduces inequality,
and builds social enterprises and social network to show
mutual social responsibility among the communities,
social entrepreneurs, and research organizations both
in the government and private sectors.

Held under the concept of “Social Innovation in the
City”, Innovation Thailand Expo 2019 is an important stage
where perspectives on the rising of urbanization which
causes social problems are presented. Social Innovation
can reduce social inequality among the urbanites and
elevate the quality of their life in terms of prosperity and

health which will in turn lead to sustainable happiness.
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In the past we had “Made in Thailand”; however,
today we need “Innovated in Thailand” as Thailand is
facing the following trends:

Globalization - Globalization brings about multicultural
diversity in many cities, allowing dreams of people to
come true with the help of innovation.

Digitization - The modern city must be located on a
digital platform in which technology is involved. However,
what will the interaction between people and technology
be like and how will social innovation respond to this?
That is the question.

Urbanization - During the past decade, more than
50% of the world population have lived in the city, indicating
that urban areas will become more and more important.
Without efficient management, these areas will become
a “megaslum”; in contrast, with effective management,
they will be a liveable city.

Individualization - With the three aforementioned

trends, people will become more individual. How can a
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city be liveable when people the value of individualism?
That is what we need to consider.

These four trends are interesting as they are
unprecedented particularly in the urban society. Referred
to as Commonization, it means everything will be in the
Common where everyone lives together. So the question is
how we can live happily and make the Common liveable.
Four elements of a liveable city:

* Economic Wealth

 Social Well-being

» Environment Wellness

* Human Wisdom

So the paradigm of innovation in the city is divided
into three value chains including:

Civic Movement - To encourage the development
of innovation in the city, ‘civic movement’ must be
promoted as innovation is not created by an individual
but a collaboration among people.

Empowerment - The development of innovation
needs people empowerment.

Engagement - The development of innovation

requires people engagement.

Three value chains are significant for a liveable city.
To create civic movement, we need people empowerment
and people engagement, which civic movement will
afterwards lead to civic innovation. So a challenging
question is how can we encourage people to co-create
the Innovation in the City for the 21st century.

The last question is why social innovation is
required. The answer lies in for people to live happily and
sustainably. We might need to change some criteria, for
example, in the past each province is measured by GDP,
as is the country, but for a city it has to be measured by
GPP, or Gross Provincial Product. So measuring only the
economic dimension is not sufficient as happiness must
also be measured by GPH, or Gross Provincial Happiness,
which refers to happiness of people in the city. However,
since the size of city will become growing, Gross District
Happiness, which means happiness in each sub-district
and district will therefore have to be measured. All of this
is defined as value creation, which means the creation

of innovation for the creation of city, starting from civic
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movement to civic innovation and leads to civic

sustainability.

What kind of innovation should be included in the
city? 4Cs, the four dimensions of creating an innovative
city include:

C 1: Connected City

Physical connection is made through mobility. For
example, traffic congestion is a serious problem of the city,
so social innovation that allows mobility and connectivity
in the city is necessary. In Singapore, Smarter Traffic
System which has 90% accuracy is used to facilitate
commuters. In the near future innovation will involve 5G
which makes everyday life much easier in many aspects
such as transporation, education, healthcare and so on.
Therefore social innovation that responds to the concept

of connected city is essential.

C 2: Clean City

Bangkok is a liveable city but today it faces the
problem of PM2.5. However regarding clean city, not only
is clean air dealt with but also zero waste which refers
to the city with efficient management of waste and thus
contributing to healthy environment. Innovation, which
is not only managed by the government but co-created
by many sectors especially startups, the public and

community, is therefore indispensable.

C 3: Collaborative City

A liveable city is where people are collaborative.
Therefore, innovation must encourage interactions among
people, resulting in socializability where all everyone takes
partin social activities. Currently we have more co-working
space, but in the future we will have co-learning space
and co-living space in the urban areas, which brings a
new opportunity in developing innovation that best suits
co-working space and co-living space. Everyone will
be able to share, making the city a sharing and caring
metropolis. So the concept of open source is essential
which lead us to build Open Source Metropolis where

everyone have a right to share.
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C 4: Creative City
The city must have and express its own identity on
many levels—from the level of city to community, which

will contribute to generating income to its residents.

4Cs are an opportunity in building C1 or Connected
City, which matches the needs of its residents. When
connected, the next question is how to be collaborative
and make it a clean city which is meanwhile a vibrant city
generating income through what is called Creative City.

Herb Kent, an American longest-running DJ, said
“the city is not measured by the width or length of area
but the width of vision and height of dreams”, so it is
impossible to not collaborate with each other in

developing innovation in the city.
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Innovation Thailand Expo 2019 or ITE 2019 is held
under the theme “Social Innovation in the City” which is
supported by NIA both in terms of the economic innovation
development for startups, SMEs, and large enterprises
to create high-growth business using innovation and
generate the flow of funds to the economic system and
the creation of the innovation society in Thailand which
focuses on people, communities, and environment in
which a better quality of life will be developed.

The highlights involving social innovation include social
innovation ecosystem promotion which can be achieved
by networking social enterprises that are compatible with
the changing and more diverse ecosystems. NIA divides
social innovation for people into two groups including
the poor, the less privileged, the physically-challenged,
and the elderly who need support, and the middle class
who suffer from social issues particularly life safety and
security. Therefore, social innovation does not only serve
the purpose of social work, but also make the society a

better place to live.
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In addition, there are many other projects including
“Innovation Villages” which supports the villages with
issues, yet in the meantime showing potential in creating
innovation within the community, “Startup Thailand
League Plus” which opens up an opportunity for
students to become a change maker in the society, “Deep
South Innovation” which supports the graduates who left
home for work in the city to return to their hometowns in
Pattani, Yala, and Narathiwat and develop themselves
as startups or SMEs, and “City Innovation Index” which
demonstrates what we have to develop; meanwhile, other
new challenges in developing innovation are addressed
in which Chiang Mai was the first province to be measured
before extending to other cities so that these indexes will
become a proposition for the innovation development.

Thus the major challenges we are facing today
consist of two dimensions, that is, the innovation
challenges involving technology and tangible products,
and the social challenges not only covering social work but
also social opportunities. The three aspects of innovation
that will elevate the quality of life include Innovation for
Prosperity, Innovation for Healthiness, and Innovation for
Happiness, all of which are the key to Innovation Thailand
Expo 2019.

To achieve this, universities should open
up an opportunity for the public to utilize more of the
university ground and body of knowledge, encourage
more participation, and collaborate with outside
organizations to associate research with any problem

existing in the community and make the best use of it.

In addition to an academic role, Naresuan
University focuses on research and providing academic
services that promote innovation development, as well as
fostering culture and tradition. Putting these together can
lead to the use of innovation in promoting local culture

such as using innovation in traditional textile weaving.

Ubon Ratchathani University plays a role in
connecting parties together, for example, Ubon Ratchathani
University Science Park that connects researchers,
entrepreneurs, and trains entrepreneurs to develop the
community.

Therefore the university
will partake more in community development, focusing
on research that solves the community problem as
seen in the example of a project of raising catfish with

higher omega 3.

Philosophy of Srinakharinwirot University is
Engagement University. Recently the university
opened a Faculty of Business Administration for
Society which has worked on 131 projects such as online
marketing in Nakhon Nayok and Sakaeo. Besides, since
Srinakharinwirot University focused on teacher training,
innovation which is the product of expertise of
each university thus emphasizes on education and
human resources development which instill students to
prioritize social benefits. The university extends
education opportunities to many areas by way of setting

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Maejo University is renowned for agricultural expertise with proven
success of driving growth in agriculture throughout 90 years.
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Founded in 1934, Maejo University (MJU) was
first established as the Northern Agricultural Teachers
Training School and later a university in 1996. Over
90 years, Maejo University has enjoyed considerable
reputation for being the leader in agriculture and the
force that drives growth in agriculture as seen from the
initiation of Maejo University Business Incubator — MJUBI
in 2005 that focused on food and agriculture business
incubation, and this year (2019) a course of Cannabis
Science, as well as Cannabis Foundation, was opened.

At the incubation centre, the university provides
space and laboratory for rent, and gives funding

support and facilitates technology access. Also
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there are services on business advice and training in
particular subjects which are divided into two categories
including 1) UBI for Maejo students and university staff
who utilise technology patented by Maejo University
and 2) TBI for the general public who likewise utilises
technology patented by Maejo University.

Some examples of innovations include organic seed
germination to solve the problem of organic planting
which cannot be acheived in the early stage, and giant
catfish breeding which was successful in increasing
the number of the fish, allowing the use of productivity
for particular purposes such as bones for animal food

and fat for cosmetic production.
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AgTech Startup Show case: Veg in the box
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Thiva Innovate participated in Maejo University
Business Incubator (MJUBI) in the belief that the country
would sustainably be driven by Deep Tech, the technology
thatis strength of small enterprises and enhances their
competitiveness.

Thiva Innovate is an organization with expertise
in closed plant production system. With more than five
years of experiment and research, what Thiva Innovate
learned at Maejo was understanding of business and
marketing. Starting from a study of vegetable prices
in the market, Thiva found that the prices of vegetable
sold in a supermarket are high because they involve
several stages of production from planting, harvest,
and logistics. Therefore it ignited the idea of how to
plant vegetables in a container which reduce cost up to
70% as it needs no harvest. Besides, it does not need
chemical to protect the plant from diseases, resulting
in three to four times higher longevity. In addition, the
vegetables grown in a container are extremely clean
because they are in contact with no one. The consumer

who buys it will be the first to touch these vegetables.
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HG Robotics was founded in 2000 by a group of
teenagers who had great passion for robots. Currently
the company enjoys strong growth, employing more than
30 engineers and developers. Also it receives funding
from several organisations such as Government Saving
Bank, PTT Public Company Limited, and Add Aventure
by SCG.

The robots developed by HG Robotics work in
many fields including 1) Agriculture: drone exploring
agricultural fields 2) Industry: diving robot exploring
underwater energy resource 3) Residential areas:
Obodroid, a security guard robot which was first used
in Punnawithi.

Regarding agriculture, HG Robotic drones collect
data and can thus provide accurate information rapidly,
particularly in a vast agricultural land which is impossible
for farmers to explore the whole area themselves. With
rapid and accurate information, the farmers will then
be able to analyse the problem and prepare for the
solution in time, which will help prevent loss and make

more profit to business.
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Large organizations realize the significance of developing social innovation
that will lift up the quality of life of people in the community in line with the growth
of business. The bottom line is the sustainable participation of community.

Currently private sector is one of the major players
who creates social innovation because large enterprises
begin to realise significance of supporting, promoting and
elevating the quality of life of people in the community.
Innovation and process, which require adaptation to
fit for the social context of each community, has been
brought into use under the core principle of sustainable
participation of community.

CPF has focused on process innovation as seen from
a reforestation project in Pa Sak Plain in Lopburi, and a
mangrove forest in Samut Sakhon. The process starts from
setting up a community committee, developing a learning
centre and youth guides, promoting occupations with
local wisdom and ecotourist attractions, and establishing
a community fund. As an ecotourist attraction, this has
brought back richness of natural resources which creates
sustainable occupations in the community.

Bangchak has given importance to community
support since the beginning. Currently there are
approximately 1,200 Bangchak service stations, 625 of
which work jointly with agriculture cooperatives nationwide.
The growth of Bangchak therefore realises the

sustainability of cooperatives and communities all over
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the country. The strategies contributing to sustainability
comprise 1) Security — building energy security for the
country 2) Stability — developing business and dealing
with risk management and 3) Sustainability — developing
business and activities that benefit environment and
society by BIIC, an organisation that drives innovation
utilisation to incubate business and sustainably promote
the business of community and cooperatives.

Mitrphol, a longstanding sugar manufacturer, currently
extends to other sugarcane-related products. Therefore,
the development of sugarcane farmers is one of the main
targets of business. Big Brother Project is an example of
how to achieve the set target. The project is open for small
and medium enterprises to join while being fostered by
“Big Brother”, or large enterprises. Other examples include
the Farmers Development Project, The Project of Strong
Community with Physically-Challenged People which
encourages participation of the physically-challenged
in developing their own community, and The Project of
New Theory of Agriculture, following the theory initiated
by His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great, and
Cash Crop along with sugarcane farming.
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Innovation that enables people to continuously take care of their health is beneficial
to being the healthy elderly in the future. Meanwhile the elderly today are in need
of innovation that facilitates both physical and mental healthcare especially as
Thailand is entering the aging society.”

At present, it is found that the death rates from
chronic diseases are higher than those from accidents.
Such chronic diseases as cancer, heart disease,
pulmonary disease, and depression are caused by stress
from work and sedentary nature of desk jobs. Innovation
on health care which allows workers to continually care
for themselves thus plays a significant role in modern
society. Innovation like indoor stationary cycling bikes,
body analysis scales, sleep tracking watches, portable
exercise machines, and body analysis smartphones
encourage health improvement. Besides, balance of
personal health care will contribute to good health when
getting aged.

In addition, innovation of health care for the elderly
is very important nowadays, especially for Thailand which
has completely entered ageing society. Buddy Home

Care, an example of social innovation of health care for the
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elderly, is suitable for the elderly who live without carers
or far away from the hospital. The services include a day
care with fees and home visit without fee for those with
financial constraints. In the meantime, there is a training
program for youth on caring the elderly which is regarded
as educational and employment opportunities.

Another social innovation concerning health care
for the elderly is YOUNG HAPPY which targets the
retirees living in the urban areas, particularly those who
are physically healthy, but experience mild depression
because of too much free time. The solution focuses on
how to extend the period of time that they can look after
themselves as long as possible and can live a happy life
after retirement, which also reduces chances of developing
dementia afterwards. The project involves activities that
give understanding of how to utilize technology for easier
daily life.

Also a GPS tracker that can be installed at
motorcycles and automobiles to prevent car theft was
developed. When notified, the app will send alert to
the mobile phones of the vehicle owners and police,
enabling them to locate the position of the crime.

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Royal Thai Police has developed innovation to enhance effectiveness
and service such as a service appto contact officers, pay e-traffic tickets,
and GSP tracker and face detecting Al.
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data like names and telephone numbers of police from
which people can search, as well as receive electronic
traffic tickets which payment can subsequently be made
through Krung Thai Bank application. Besides, Smart
Checkpoints which are equipped with Al cameras help
snap a photo and record details of the vehicles which
can be traced if needed.

Inspector Police Forensic Science, Ang Thong,
Scientific Crime Detection Center 7 said the innovation
development of Royal Thai Police is in line with the country
strategie-innovative economy. The future plan is to
develop the work system of Thai police to meet standards
and be trustworthy. For example, the development
of scientific and forensic evidence program, the
development of analytic system of operation room
standard, and soot identification standards. In addition
the policy programs such as Safe City Plan which
connects with innovative police station will turn
the police station to be pro-active and focuses on
innovation development in collaboration with private
sector and also export Thai police innovation to

neighboring countries in the future.
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Social innovation development does not only solve social problems and make change
to the society, but also open up profitable business opportunities.

Social innovation can be defined in several ways.
It means “the process of development and solving
challenging social and environmental issues with
effectiveness in order to promote social progress”. Also
“itis not privilege of, or duty of, any form of organisation
in specific, but mostly collaboration between the
government sector, private sector and people sector”.
This is the definition given by expert researchers of
Stanford University.

Social innovation creation consist of six stages
including 1) Prompts — recognition of a social or
environmental problem 2) Proposals — solution finding 3)
Prototypes — prototype building 4) Sustaining — find the
way how to maintain sustainablility 5) Scaling — ability
to be expanded 6) Systematic change

At present there are a number of unsolved social
and environmental issues such as greenhouse gases

emission, prisoner population, corruption, crimes, marine
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environment issues, climate change, traffic accidents
and social inequality.

Some examples of social innovation include
solar-power lamps invented for the impoverished
in Africa by d.light Design which help more than 96
million people as well as reduce pollution from the use of
kerosene lamps and candles. Revolution Foods, a group
of mothers who revolutionised unhealthy meals in schools
by creating safe, nutritious menus within school budget.
Currently, it makes more than USD 100 million. Grameen
Bank in Bangladesh which enables the impoverished
of more than 8.5 million to access financial services
and becomes a role model for microfinance worldwide;
Fab City Global Initiative which the Fab City Global
Initiative is enabling this shift away from the industrial
paradigm of Product-in Trash-out, by enabling the return
of manufacture to cities supported by a Data-in Data-out
urban model. It comprises a network of 28 cities, a core

collective and is governed by a foundation.

to services 2) To manage the use of resources with
efficiency and emphasise on renewable energy to
utilise in several ways such as energy-saving buildings
and transportation 3) To develop innovation not only
restricted to techniques but also covers the principles of
participatory governance and leadership to encourage
participation from all sectors, which will in turn lead to

success of projects.
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Some examples of the projects and activities
developing Vienna into a smart city has reflected such a
brilliant plan in the initial stage which will lead to further
beneficial development synergistically. For example,
an environmentally-friendly laboratory building with
self-generating energy system that is able to generate
more energy than consumed, a self-drive automobile
for short distance transport, the digital technology that
makes life of the elderly easier, an energy-generating
garbage incinerator which uses clean energy and can
thus be located in the urban areas, the flood prevention
of the Danube River of which a 42-kilometre island is
built in the middle allowing people to use it as public
place for many activities and at the end of the river is

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Our drone is capable of flying and taking a photo with the same or better quality
than a plane but with much lower cost.
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Robots do not necessarily have to look like human

in appearance as we understood, but they are in fact
automation who can perform repetitive work with a certain
degree of efficiency and capacity. They are controlled by
electricity, and probably the denifition of robots goes so
far as artificial intelligence. Robots could replace human
workers in three areas including 1) Unhygienic work 2)
Dangerous work and 3) Routine work. One of the reasons
why robots are used in place is that repetitive work done
by humans is prone to more mistakes and can cause
injuries to humans.

Top Engineering has expertise in drone and
manufacture two types of drone including multi-rotor drone
which uses fix-pitch blades and requires no runway to fly,

and fixed-wing which needs a runway for a flight. Some

examples of machines from Top Engineering is Pigeon
C with Al Tech which was used to explore Huai Samong,
an area in Prachinburi in which a reservoir is planned to
be built by Royal Irrigation Department. Since there was
no high-resolution map, the drone was flown to collect
data for the use of Department. Likewise, Reforestation
Project in Lopburi by a Thai Forest Conservation Society
had an issue of funding, so Top Engineering volunteered
to use the drone to explore the area and take photos for
mapping. The advantage of using drone doing this task
is that it can take a high-resolution photo at low cost.

In the future, Top Engineering has a plan to
collaborate with the government in using FALCON UAV to
explore the southern part of Thailand for safety evaluation
measures. At present, itis in the initial stage of using UAV

and further development is still on its way.

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The city development in the future must start from people and everyone can
participate in developing the city.
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A challenge of the city in the future is the

fast-growing urban sprawl which causes several
problems such as higher living cost, inequality, and
unwalkability due to long distance between places
resulting in overdependence on automobiles. In addition,
the approaching ageing society makes it necessary to
lay a good plan for the city to deal with the changing
social context. So the question is: Are we ready?

The Faculty of Architecture, King Mongkut’s
Institute of Technology Ladkrabang in collaboration
with National Innovation Agency (NIA) studied the
future urban planning by conducting an experiment of
Innovation District design in Lat Krabang District. The
district is designed to be smaller in size with facilities can

be reached within 2 km walking distance and no more

than 5 km. Also human-centred design is employed in
the district. As it is the city for all, the project requires
participation from every party, and the methodology
called Inclusive Design Thinking is thus followed. Both
healthy and physically challenged people are working
together with the designers to define the problems,
which will in turn lead to pragmatism and trial.

The future city should require no car as a means
of transportation and must be safe to walk. Also it has to
be green with healthy environment. To achieve such a
goal, everyone must be included. Moreover, to improve
the quality of the city, we must begin with improvement
of the quality of people because if people are of good

quality, so will the city.

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OPENING REMARKS

As part of the Innovation Summit series, The Economist Events, supported
by Thailand’s National Innovation Agency, hosted the Social Innovation in Action
event in Bangkok on October 3rd 2019. It kicked off with opening remarks from
Simon Cox, emerging markets editor for The Economist, who set the tone for the
day by defining social innovation as “simple ideas that solve social problems and
also sometimes change social relationships, often in interesting ways”.

Indeed, social innovators today seek to address existing global problems
with new approaches and solutions that are often driven by technology. The social
innovation ecosystem is growing, particularly in Asia, thanks to rising awareness
and activism around social and environmental issues in the region. The full-day
event saw business leaders, policymakers and social entrepreneurs convene, in a
series of panel discussions and interviews, to analyse the current social innovation

landscape and explore what lies ahead.




CREATING A SOCIAL
INNOVATION ECOSYSTEM: A JOINT EFFORT

For any social innovation ecosystem to thrive, it first has to be cohesive. The key
players the public and private sectors and civil society need to be on the same page. More
importantly, they have to be willing to work together and in parallel.

Many social enterprises are already adept at this, and would welcome even
deeper collaboration. Businesses, too, recognise the value of partnerships: they are
needed “if we really want to see transformative social innovation”, said Alison Eskesen,
vice-president for the Asia-Pacific region at the Mastercard Center for Inclusive Growth.
Combining efforts and skills will potentially bring about greater social impact.

Thatis not to say that there is not an element of scepticism about social innovation,
often coming from the private sector. However, James Soukamneuth, impact investing
director at Investing In Women, believes that scepticism is waning. Social enterprises
can reassure businesses by emphasising that “social innovation is not only the right
thing to do but the smart thing to do”, he said. Ms Eskesen agreed, citing one of
Mastercard’s core values, “doing well by doing good”.

Governments play a crucial role in social innovation, as enablers: they are responsible
for creating an environment where it can freely take place. But as Pun-Arj Chairatana,
executive director at Thailand’s National Innovation Agency, highlighted, integrating
government agencies into the ecosystem can be a challenge. Thailand has addressed
this by building bridges between the government and social start-ups and enterprises.
Mr Chairatana believes these efforts will pay off and that “this is just the beginning
stages of Thailand’s social [innovation] ecosystem.”

The future of social innovation in the region is promising. “Asia is [already]
significantly ahead of the rest of the world when it comes to corporate innovation,”
remarked Deepak Mishra, a practice manager at the World Bank. With the right nudges,

innovation ecosystems in Asia are likely to see continued success.
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DATA IN, DATA OUT: MEASURING
SOCIAL INNOVATION

The success of social innovation ventures is often determined by their impact
on society, but impact is subjective and ways of assessing it vary. The absence of an
objective scale to measure the value of these projects means that social innovators
struggle not only to justify their actions to investors but to also hold themselves
accountable.

Indeed, many social enterprises are “all over the place” when it comes to quantifying

the results of their efforts, said Kevin Desouza, a consultant and professor of
business, technology and strategy at the Queensland University of Technology
Business School. They recognise the importance of measurement but are hindered
by a lack of infrastructure, which makes it difficult for them to accurately capture the
merits of their work.

Mr Desouza cited non-profit organisations as an example of this problem. Most keep
track of their social initiatives using short- and medium-term outcomes as indicators of
success. But when illustrating long-term goals, they are wont to use anecdotes to make
their case. “People [in non-profits] are emotional about their programmes,” he said. But
if organisations want to develop meaningful measurements that can prove the success
of their social innovations, the conversation needs to shift from being emotionally-driven

to being evidence-driven.

HOW CAN WE AVOID
"DAVOS MAN"” SYNDROME?

“Davos Man” refers to the elite few in positions of wealth and power who can anoint
social initiatives by bestowing them with massive funding and support. Does the social
innovation sector benefit from their involvement, financial or otherwise, or will it steer them
in the wrong direction?

Should the influence of Davos Man be welcomed? In a vote put to the audience,
the majority said yes. Artak Melkonyan, chief operating officer of the United Nations
Development Programme Sustainable Development Goal Innovative Finance, agreed,
saying that what Davos Man types can contribute is “not just about the money”, but also
about insights, experience and expertise. These are areas where social enterprises
and even organisations like the United Nations are lacking, he said.

The worry is that such partnerships often come with strings attached. Social innovators
might deviate from their fundamental purpose when trying to appease donors and investors.
This “creative tension” or “uncomfortable negotiation” is, however, normal and healthy,
said Calvin Chu, managing partner at the Eden Strategy Institute. Diverse approaches
can at times birth better ideas. Social enterprises will also be forced to think outside their
comfort zone and may even have the opportunity to educate large corporations.

One way to avoid the possibility of “mission drift” is to work closely and collabora-
tively through centralised strategising, suggested Sunit Shrestha, managing director at
Change Fusion Institute. Social entrepreneurs need to learn to speak the language of
business without compromising their identity, but corporate partners need to manage

their expectations.

geared towards social impact can help engage employees. PwC recently adopted such an
approach. “We are transitioning from [being] a services-based organisation to creating
these products and assets associated with a social outcome, such as better health care
or youth engagement,” said Pierre Legrand, chief technologist in the firm’s South-East
Asia digital services and technology consulting practice. Ms Nakavachara added that
an upheaval in the ecosystem, where all firms start to compete on similar impact-driven
metrics, is the eventual goal.

The conversation may also need to shift from asking “Do corporations have a role
to play?” to “What role can corporations play?” The former implies that big business
has the choice to opt out, said Lale Kesebi, founder and chief executive of strategy
lab Human At Work. Ms Kesebi added that “corporates are in this game whether they
want to be or not.” Innovation will flow if the mindset is already there.

There is room forimprovement on the social enterprise front as well. “Social enterprises
have a predilection to be cost-conscious when it comes to any venture relating to social
impact,” said Ms Kesebi. This comes from the belief that all money should be devoted to
projects instead of other aspects of the organisation, such as employee salaries. “This
structure doesn’t support massive impact in the end,” she explained. “[Social enter-

prises] have to open up their bandwidth... to attract highly innovative people.”

Technology drives the innovation of both social enterprises. Aesir makes
augmented- and virtual-reality games to adapt learning methods for children with special
educational needs. The interaction in the games helps because “the visual stimulation
allows them to learn more effectively,” said Mr Chan. The idea came about when he observed
thatinsufficient resources are available in the special education systems in Hong Kong. As
aresult, there is often a long wait following a diagnosis before support is given, wasting
part of the early years where interventions can make the most difference. Aesir shortens the
delay in treatment by providing educational games and interactive experiences that
facilitate learning with an element of fun.

Piramal Water provides safe drinking water to remote areas in India. Its purification
machines and water kiosks can serve even the most rural parts of the country, providing
water access to those in urgent need. Piramal’s purification units are customisable,
meaning they can adjust to contamination levels. Solar power and cloud connectivity
are other aspects of the technology employed, particularly for “water ATMs”, to combat
the country’s patchy power supply.

Ultimately, Piramal Water won the audience vote on impact by a wide margin,

likely because of the fundamental nature of the problem it attacks and the size of

the population it affects.

Social innovators could benefit hugely from analysis of big data, but their progress is

often impeded by a lack of access to it. Local Alike, which counters unsustainable tourism

practices in Asia by empowering local communities to take charge of their own tourist
activities, is one social enterprise navigating the challenge of data poverty.

Somsak Bookam, founder and chief executive of Local Alike, emphasised that data is
crucial to developing innovative solutions. It is needed so that help and resources can be
directed to those who need it the most. “We already know the problem... but what we lack is
the data of who should be our target audience,” he said. As a result, social enterprises often
have to rely on a trial-and-error approach.

Mr Bookam believes that sharing data is the right step forward. Collaborations between
big business, government agencies and social enterprises could be beneficial for everyone

involved. “They are not competitors, but potential partners,” he explained.

DESIGNING WITH PURPOSE

Governments in Asia are constantly rethinking and redesigning their city systems into
whatwe call “smart cities”. According to Saibal Chowdhury, co-founder and chief executive
of Urbanetic, technology plays a facilitating role in this transformation. “Technology
will bridge the gap between investees and investors,” he said, citing his company’s
integration of blockchain technology into virtual cities, which adds a financial element
to existing social and environmental assets.

Technology also plays a role in the digitisation and sharing of granular data. This
is crucial when different agencies are involved in the urban design process. But Eugene
Lau, deputy director of urban design technology at Singapore’s Urban Redevelopment
Authority, warned that data can be messy and inaccurate. “Data is only as good as
how well you process it,” he said. “Rubbish in, rubbish out.”

Cities, of course, cannot significantly revamp their infrastructure without running the risk of
disrupting the activity of millions of residents. Itis thus important to “have all the stakeholders
involved”, and particularly to consult local communities, according to Helen Han, a
senior investment officer at the International Finance Corporation.

Tommy Leong, zone president for east Asia and Japan at Schneider Electric,
focused on how “urbanisation can be an opportunity,” saying that “cities can become
one of the biggest defenders [against] climate change.” However, this will only be

possible if enterprises in the region step up. Itis not enough to simply improve their products;

they must introduce further sustainable practices into their operations.
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
